{ Develop successful advocacy campaigns locally and nationally to affect the crisis on a policy basis
 To educate a majority of our campus about the reality of both the problems of and solutions to substandard hous-
ing in Madison and globally.

1 Engaging Students in over 1200 volunteer hours per semester locally:
600+ from members building, 300+ from student organizations building, 300+ by members non-building.
1 Educating and involving an average of 60 members weekly during meetings.
1 Supporting campus events such as Bucky’s Food Drive, student organization fairs, and homecoming events.
1 Hosting Hunger and Homelessness week and Act!Speak!Build! week events on campus and collaborating with other student
organizations throughout the year on education and advocacy.
1 Offering leadership development opportunities both locally and nationally for chapter leaders and members.

UW Habitat engages our Community by:
Sponsoring annually a local Habitat home though financial partnerships and student volunteers.
Engaging local residents and businesses to support our community through event sponsorships and outright donations.
Involving local politicians and community members through letter campaigns and event participation.
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Educating local community members about Habitat’s solution to the housing problem through events and campaigns.

UW Habitat engages our Country and World by:
Facilitating 42 volunteers and over 1400 volunteer hours to other Habitat affiliates across the country per semester.
Tithing to Habitat International affiliates to support 1+ home annually.
Facilitating 12-14 volunteers to International affiliates for 14 days to volunteer.
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
